Instructions – Experiment 20
This experiment goes over 3 rounds. In the beginning of each round, participants are randomly matched to pairs of two. The experiment is computerized. You make all your decisions at the computer.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In each round, both participants in each group are assigned roles. The first participant is always assigned the role of a “Socializer”. The second participant is randomly assigned the role of either a “Hermit” or a “Socializer”, each with 50% probability. The first participant does not know about the role assigned to the second participant, but the second participant is informed about his/her role.
A “Socializer” loves to be with other people, while a “Hermit” is most happy if she is alone. In addition, the first participant likes the forest more than the lake, while the second participant likes the lake more than the forest.
Both participants have to decide simultaneously and independently whether they want to spend the day in the forest or at the lake. (Besides the two of them there will be no other persons at both places.)
· If both end up at the same place, then a Socializer receives a utility of E$ 10, while a Hermit receives a utility of E$ 0 from being with the other person.
· If the both end up at different places, then a Hermit is happy and receives a utility of E$ 10, while the Socializer receives a utility of E$ 0 from being alone.
· If a Socializer is joined by the other person and is at his favorite place, she receives an additional E$ 10. If a Hermit is alone and is at his favorite place, he receives an additional E$ 10. 

Thus, if the second participant is a Socializer, then the payoffs will be:
Participant 1: Forest, Participant 2: Forest	P1: E$ 20, P2: $ 10
Participant 1: Forest, Participant 2: Lake	P1: E$ 0, P2: $ 0
Participant 1: Lake, Participant 2: Forest	P1: E$ 0, P2: $ 0
Participant 1: Lake, Participant 2: Lake	P1: E$ 10, P2: $ 20

If the second participant is a Hermit, then the payoffs will be:
Participant 1: Forest, Participant 2: Forest	P1: E$ 20, P2: $ 0
Participant 1: Forest, Participant 2: Lake	P1: E$ 0, P2: $ 20
Participant 1: Lake, Participant 2: Forest	P1: E$ 0, P2: $ 10
Participant 1: Lake, Participant 2: Lake	P1: E$ 10, P2: $ 0

Your payoffs will be summed up over rounds and added to your E$ account.
