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In this experiment there are again buyers and sellers in a market. Again, the market runs for 10 rounds, and in each round, alternating from round to round, you will be either the role of a buyer or a seller. In each round, each buyer is randomly matched with a seller. Again, during this experiment, you will never be matched with the same participant in the same role more than once. 
Also each round proceeds as in the experiment before. The only difference is that now for each interaction the computer will record whether the seller chose to ship or not to ship when the buyer decided to buy (if the buyer did not decide to buy, the computer will record nothing). This information will then be made available to all future buyers that are matched with this seller. The information will include a round-by-round history of the seller’s shipping decisions. Buyers will see this information prior to making their buying decision.
